Dear Parents and Community Members,

We are pleased to present you with the Annual Education Report (AER) which
provides key information on the 2023-24 educational progress for Petoskey
Middle School. The AER addresses the complex reporting information required by
federal and state laws. The school’s report contains information about student
assessment, accountability, and teacher quality. If you have any questions about
the AER, please contact the building principal for assistance.

The AER is available for you to review electronically by clicking this link or you may
review a copy in the main office at your child’s school.

For the 2024-25 school year, schools were identified based on previous years’
performance using definitions and labels as required in the Every Student Succeeds
Act (ESSA). A Targeted Support and Improvement (TSI) school is one that has at
least one underperforming student subgroup. An Additional Targeted Support (ATS)
school is one that has a student subgroup performing at the same level as the
lowest 5% of all schools in the state. A Comprehensive Support and Improvement
(CSI) school is one whose performance is in the lowest 5% of all schools in the
state or has a graduation rate at or below 67%. Some schools are not identified
with any of these labels. In these cases, no label is given. Our school has not been
given one of these labels.

State and local assessments, and social/emotional growth measures were used to
monitor progress and provide information to drive key initiatives for continuous
improvement. Strategic plan goals are focused on three key areas; Leadership and
Communication, Academic Achievement, and Business and Finance. Information

Building principals
together decide the best placement based upon this set of criteria.

At Petoskey Middle School, we are fortunate to have a supportive community,
parents/guardians as partners, hard-working students, and a dedicated staff who
continually put students first.

Each year, students at Petoskey Middle School score higher than the state average
on standardized assessments. In 2016, the Michigan Department of Education
designated Petoskey Middle School as a Reward School for outperforming schools
with similar demographics. In 2022 and in 2024, US News and World Report
identified Petoskey Middle School as a "Best Middle School" by ranking in the top
10% of all middle schools in the state. Although we are proud of our scores and
accomplishments, we strive to continually improve teaching and learning. Our goal
is always to increase proficiency in all subject areas.

Middle School is a time of transition for the young adolescent. We focus on guiding
our students through these times by developing the whole child, creating a positive
self-image, and living a healthy lifestyle. This is done, in part, by implementing and
teaching the tenets of the Full Value Agreement: Work as a Team, Be Safe
