MORNING SESSIONS: 10:00 AM -12:30 PM (Ages 8-18)
Students will learn the fundamentals of sailing: how to rig, launch, and sail Independently.  
Curriculum includes nautical terms, knots and safe seamanship practices. Sailors advance 
through ranks, from Seaman (beginner) to Race Skipper (skilled). Participants are grouped 
based upon their skills and interests.

AFTERNOON SESSIONS: 1:00-3:30 PM (Ages 8-18)
Advanced afternoon classes are targeted toward more experienced sailors, with emphasis 
upon spending more time on the water and the development of advanced sailing skills and 
racing tactics.  Interested and qualified students may wish to also participate in Wednesday 
and Saturday afternoon Sunfish races run by the Crooked Lake Yacht Club.  Students may use 
school-owned Sunfish.
